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Knowing the Rules:

@ Do not teach the rules first and then give examples, instead, give the examples first
and then lay out the rule.

@ For Example: Jsand J» ), first explain the example and then state the rule.

@ In a same way, the differentiation should be explained first with an example like sl
and 4. and then the rule should be explained.

® You should connect the students with the verses from the Qur'an while explaining
the rule. This will help in increasing the connection of the students with the Qur'an.

@ Enable the students to memorize the related verses of the Qur'an according their
level of understanding.

@ You should explain the Juz Amma or at least from Surah Feel to Surah Naas in
accordance with the rules taught.

Learning the Arabic Vocabulary:

@ You should use other vocabulary along with the vocabulary give in the book and
make new sentences to explain to the students. Opposites should also be used
while explaining and teaching the students.

@ For Example: o= (from) should be used like the following:

@ Uil e s )3 (I came out from the classroom)aswll e <is 3 (1 came out from the
masjid)«Sall (e a3 (I came out from the shop)«Gsdl o a5 (I came out from
the market)—=ldl o < A(1 came out from the playground)

@ Each word should be taken, and its usage should be explained.

@ Another example:aswdl I <urd(] went to the masjid), ¢lad! I <usd (1 went to the
Ground) ¢ g=adl 3 el cua (1 went Tor Umrah to Saudi).

@ They should be taught all the usages from now itself and it should not be delayed.

Conversations:

@ Some examples of conversations have been given and once the pattern has been
grasped, more words should be added and made to memorize.

@ The words should be changed each time and practiced by both the teacher and the
student.

@® Audio system should be setup and everyday Arabic audios should be played.

@® Using audios is very important since the students should not only look at the books
but also listen to the audios.

® Arabic Cartoons should also be played so that it becomes entertaining for them.

@ The Arabic audios and videos could be accessed from Islamweb.net's Kids section
and also from Askislampedia.com's Kid's section. The students could listen from
them.




Correct Pronunciation

@ The kids should also be encouraged to memorize the Hadeeth. The pronunciation
should be proper and read like the Arabs with proper tajweed and style of the
Arabs. The should not speak Arabic in a foreign way.

Note: Some students attend the classes late or they join the class after missing the
first few classes then they should be made to listen to Shaykh Arshad Basheer
Madani's rhymes, and the Vocabulary book from Nursery to UKG should be
downloaded and taught.

Factors aiding in the strengthening of our
communication skills:

@ Accurate Pronunciation

@® Good Vocabulary

® Prepared phrases

® Some Maxims of 'Nahw' and 'Sarf'(Grammar)
They help in comprehending the Language of Quran,
Sunnah and Stories.

@ Specifically, those Arabic discussions and expressions which
were already prepared for the easiness of learners.

Itis necessary to read, memorize and repeat all of these notes. One
should create an environment by recording his own speech.
Therefore, we have decided to mention basic sciences for aiding

the discussions.
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We need to mainly focus on six dimensions
while learning a new language:

01} Listening Power (CD of Audio Phrases) + EnvironmentOur despair and the
feeling of strangeness will be dissipated when our tongue starts articulating
(on its own). We should record our own voice and frequently listen to it.

02} Memorization of Phrases and Prepared Talks + PracticeThis will aid in the
removal of hesitation.

03} Basic Tajweed (Pronunciation and Style) It is necessary to possess the
modality of the Arabic language in order to get a satisfied taste and enjoy
the speech for a long time

04} Intonation + SpeedThis will increase our attachment for the style of
Arabic language.

05} Some Basic Grammar + ElocutionA lot of attention must be paid to
‘Listening’ when compared to ‘Grammar’. However, it i.e. the portion of
grammar should not be ignored.

06} Vocabulary

The distance travelled by a vehicle will be dependent on the amount of
fuel it has consumed. Similarly, vocabulary plays the role of
fuelin learning a language.

@ The science of eloquence and conciseness of speech is on a far level.
Besides this, one must strongly focus on the above mentioned
dimensions from the beginning stage.

Make sure that you obtain the CD and frequently listen to it. It will
result in the removal of the feeling of strangeness, increase of
attachment towards the language, awareness of the style of the
language, and establishment of environment. It will pass from the ear
through the curtains of feeling and consciousness; Thereby making it
easy to flow from the tongue. [In’sha’Allaah]




@ The one who is deaf is also a dumb guy, by default. Therefore, provide
the opportunity for your ears to listen the language of Arabic.

@ Aninfant speaks his mother language through listening.

@ It is from the requisites to create an environment of listening and
speaking while learning the language. It could be done using cd,
listening to your own recordings.
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9 Advices to Learn A Language

To learn any language, especially the Arabic Language, if one
focuses on the following advices then In'sha'Allaah, a lot of help
will be received in learning the language and the difficulties in
conversation will be removed.

[In'sha'Allaah, Bi'iz'nillaah]

All difficulties become easy after invoking Allaah and seeking his
help. Hence always remember the following supplication:
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Generally, a lot of attention is paid to Grammar
while learning the new language. However,

it should be diverted to 'Listening' and
'Practicing’ the new language.

The people who are native speakers of the
Language are widely unaware of the grammar
of their language but they articulate fine
discussions, hence one should observe

them and take lessons from them.




You should make your ears accustomed to the language
and the previously prepared phrases should be listened
with good attention and pondered upon. You should
record your own voice and frequently listen to it.

Focus should be given on learning phrases more than
the vocabulary. Generally, we see that a student learns o
the vocabulary on one hand and learns grammar on the 80 gls
other hand. Then, he tries to compose a sentence which — slicls
creates a lot of stress on the mind. This causes despair. ™5~ 57

However, if you learn 'readymade’ phrases then it would
be easier for you to speak with flawless grammar.
Moreover, people will also understand and they will
respond to you. It will also make learning and speaking Arabic
language fascinating.

One should prioritize to
speak pleasantly.

It has been seen that while learning the language
a lot of focus is given on writing exercises and
itis done a lot, however there is no focus on

oral exercises. Hence, a person becomes

prolific in writing the language but he becomes
weak in his speaking skills.




One should create an environment of listening and
speaking the language. It could be done using
headsets, cd, mobile phone, making friends with
the native speakers, listening to your own
recordings. Hence, you should keep listening to
the phrases which you are memorizing while
walking, travelling, etc...

We have seen that Arab people are able to speak urdu due to their
continuous listening of the language. You can understand a lot with this
example that listening has so much power to it. In India, we neither listen to
Arabic Lectures nor do we listen to Arabic conversations. Hence, we could
find a lot of people who are able to read and write Arabic but we find few
people who are able to speak Arabic.

You know that the one who is deaf is also a mute person, by default. The one
who learns using his vision and intellect will be able to read and write the
language. However, the one who has powerful listening skills, he will also end
up in gaining powerful speaking skills.

It is not mandatory to join an English or Arabic School to learn a language. One
can learn the ability to converse in a language by creating an environment
which will help you in speaking the desired language. Such as making friends
who speak the language which you want to learn, frequently listening to audio
systems etc...

Many a times, a child goes to an English or Arabic School, or maybe he livesinan
English or Arabic country. However, he keeps meeting only those people who
speak his language, so he will be unable to converse in the required language.
Hence, we got to know that an environment is also necessary and utilizing that
environment is also obligatory. So, you should also try to converse with the
people of that language. [The language which you are intending to learn]

An Intelligent person knows, that no one can learn a language overnight, then
why should one shy away from learning Arabic? Shying in seeking knowledge
will make you backward and unnecessary shyness becomes an obstacle in
ones development.




You need not go anywhere to learn Arabic or

any other language. For that matter; you |
should create your own environment. You

should make friends with such people who |
would help you in learning the language by
speaking to you in that language only or you \_
could listen a lot to the Arabic Cd's and audios. ™

The study material should also be exemplary.
A lot of mistakes occur in this section. It is
said that Practice makes a man perfect.
Hence, if he practices a wrong thing,

he becomes perfect in it. Hence, material
should also be up to the mark.

Some people listen to the news to learn the language and hence start to
use such political words which are not understood by the common people.
Some people practice the language by speaking with non-native people,
which is right to some extent. Its benefit is that one begins his journey to
learn, however there is a lot of harm which is necessary to be controlled.

It so happens, that speaking with such people, the mistakes are made into

a habit. Hence, one should always try to learn with the best material and
keep working hard and avoid laziness in the pursuit of learning the language.
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
